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Minutes from September 10, 2025 Fall Wrap Up Meeting

The September 10th, 2025 Fall Wrap Up meeting was held at OverTime in Valders.

President Glaeser called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  

Officers, Directors and Commissioners present: Steve Barta, Kraig Binversie, Kevin Bonde, Adam Christiansen, Heather Garceau, Lee Glaeser, Shannon Kish, Allen Kliment, Todd Meyer and Adam Neuser. 

Minutes from the July 20th, 2025 meeting and August 1st, 2025 email vote were reviewed.  Motion to approve made by Bonde and seconded by Christiansen. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report as of September 1st, 2025 was read. Motion to approve made by Barta and seconded by Bonde.  Motion carried.

Bonde noted that prices for all awards will increase 25% for 2026.  Discussion was held on possible ways to reduce cost, i.e. not ordering team plaques, trophies only for Championship weekend not regular season, using extra trophies for the following year (paying only for new plate) rather than giving them all to the coaches each year even if they don’t have that many players.  No changes were made at this time.

Bonde asked to order balls for the 2026 season before 1/1/26. No objections.

Jason Keller was unable to attend the meeting but sent an email prior with a few concerns for Machine Pitch:
· Questioned requiring new springs on pitching machines for each season.  The board noted there would be no way to verify this and instead the commissioner needs to discuss this prior to the start of each season.  
· Discussion was held regarding concerns about pitching machine settings being different at each location. Suggestion to add a rule that umpires should verify settings before each game to match what is in the rule book.
· Questioned rule clarification on base running and the throw to the pitcher.  The board suggested to look at and mimic the peanuts rule.
· Discussion was held regarding what happens if you don’t follow rules and suggested adding a rule that the team that does not follow rules (i.e. not providing ump, an official score book etc.) would need to forfeit the game.
· Garceau added a pdf of a scorebook page to the website for communities to use
· Bonde stated that all rules should be gone through carefully by each commissioner prior to the start of the 2026 season.  Clean up anything that is not needed and add what is needed.  Commissioners should work with each other to mirror rules that can be mirrored (i.e. what happens for incomplete games).
Garceau spoke on Junior Fast Pitch:
· She noted that she received an email complaint regarding tournament scheduling.  Bonde noted that each commissioner should put together general procedures so that it is documented how to schedule the tournament going forward (i.e. how many days between rounds etc.)
· Mishicot Pink only played 4 of 8 games.  MCYS does not control community coaches but Garceau would recommend that they not coach again.
· Town of TR also had issues in our league again
Christiansen spoke on Peanuts:
· The 7 inning rule that was added for ties made a big difference and will remain
· Needs to come up with a rule for catcher’s interference
· Games are still longer than most like
· Will go to a machine pitching next year
Binversie spoke on Ponys:
· Will adjust/clarify the pitching rule
· There was a request from Maribel to move Pony games to Wednesdays.


Meyer spoke on Senior Fast Pitch:
· Noted that this year was the best as far as competition amongst teams with only 1 community having teams that did not fit (1 of these was due to the young age of the girls).
· Next year he would like to extend the schedule and add open weeks to allow communities to be able to get their cancelled games in realizing that an end of the year tournament is just not feasible for this age.
· Will change the mercy rule to match High School rules.
Kliment spoke on Pee Wees:
· Had only 1 issue with a team for championship weekend however there was nothing MCYS could have done differently (weather was a factor) but will clarify rules to state that 3rd and 4th place games are considered Championship Games.
· Will move to 6 innings, allowing pitchers to pitch 2 innings

Kish asked commissioners to cc her on emails to coaches with standings throughout the year.  This information can then be added to Facebook.

Glaeser noted that he reached out to Zak Lensmeyer from Howards Grove about joining the Colt program next year.  He was not able to attend the meeting however was asked to get us his questions so that we could let him know answers prior to next year’s team sign up.

Discussion was had regarding not requiring coaches to attend the July meeting as there really isn’t anything we need them to do there.  No decision was made.

Board dinner will be held on Friday, January 9th at Altona.  5:00 cocktails, 6:30 dinner.  Kish will make reservations.

Motion to adjourn made by Christiansen and seconded by Barta.  Motion carried.
